
BILOXI — Today, she will give her insights on the state of the casino industry at the opening of the Southern

session is Jon Lucas, president of IP Casino Resort 
in Biloxi. 

Selected as the Gaming Executive of the year by 
Casino Journal magazine, McDowell has worked in 
the casino industry for more than 25 years and 
helped develop and implement the Isle of Capri’s 
strategic plan. 

“There are a lot of stellar executives in this industry, 
and every year this award presents us with some 
tough choices, but this year was easy,” said Charles 
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Anderer, publisher of Casino Journal. “Virginia is not 
only one of the ablest and most respected executives we have, she also gives generously of her time and her 
skills on behalf of the community.
